Besides the Wii and 
PlayStation, stock your teen haven with teen-friendly board games. Consider adding a table hockey or foosball game if space and budget allow.

out with them. Just as I wouldnôt want his friends to infringe on our family time, I try not to horn in on Ianôs time with his buddies.ò
